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OVERVIEW 

The Falkirk Council 2023-2026 Housing Investment Programme provides information on the improvements we plan to make to the Council’s Housing Stock and to the surrounding environment.

The Council considers the findings from consultation exercises, such as the Tenant Satisfaction Survey, to inform the Housing Investment Programme and to ensure the Council is improving what matters to tenants, as well as meeting the statutory housing requirements. We also work with tenant representatives on the Housing Asset Management Group to discuss and agree investment decisions.

Although the investment requirements have been based on the next 3 years, consideration has also been given to future investment requirements out with this timeframe. This includes a programme of door and window replacement, estimated to cost an average of c.£15m per annum, over the next 6 years. This programme reflects tenant feedback.

Included in this Housing Investment Programme are details on how we will increase the number of homes we have in the area through the new build programme and the buying back of former Council homes. 

The Housing Investment Programme has been adversely affected by increased costs due to rising inflation, affecting the viability of some projects and a shortage in materials and labour. These factors could continue to impact on the delivery of the programme.

Where projects have been delayed, we will aim to carry these forward and deliver these as part of the new 5-year Housing Investment Programme for 2023/24 to 2027/28.

The Housing Investment Programme is developed with reference to the Council’s Climate Emergency declaration and will enable the Council to monitor progress in reducing carbon emissions and assist the Council’s aim to achieve net zero by 2030.Projects within the Housing Investment Programme that have a positive impact in reducing carbon emissions are included in the Council’s Climate Emergency Action Plan.

The Housing Investment Programme will be initiated and monitored by Housing Services. Design, procurement, and contract management will be undertaken by Place Services in accordance with the Council’s Contract Standing Orders. A combination of competitive tendering and single tendering arrangements are expected to be used, the latter involving the Council’s Building Maintenance Division, when Best Value can be clearly evidenced.

The Housing Investment Programme represents an ambitious programme of investment in our stock. This will ensure the delivery of quality and affordable housing which impacts on the Council’s priorities set out in the Council Plan 2022-27. 
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 2023/24 - 2025/26 HOUSING INVESTMENT PROGRAMME

GUIDANCE NOTES

1. The 2004-2005 Prudential Code allows Councils to carry out investment in their housing stock as long as their capital spending plans are affordable, prudent and sustainable.
2. The Housing Asset Management Plan sets out the key aims and objectives for the Council’s assets held on the Housing Revenue Account to ensure they are used in an effective and efficient manner and links directly to the Housing Investment Programme. The Housing Asset Management Plan and the results of the Stock Condition Survey inform the key decisions in terms of the future investment in the Council’s housing stock. To maintain the Council’s stock condition information, a rolling programme of in-house stock condition surveys have been aligned with the cyclical maintenance programme.

3. The total proposed investment over the 5 years of the 2023/24 - 2027/28 Housing Investment Programme is £328m. The total proposed investment over the next 3 years of the 2023/24 – 2025/26 is £190m the expenditure profile is detailed on page 5.  This level of housing investment is considered necessary to maintain a programme of improvements to our housing stock, to meet the Scottish Housing Quality Standard and Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing, in line with the Housing Asset Management Plan. Additionally, expenditure is required to deliver new affordable homes and to expand the scope of housing options to help meet tenants’ housing needs.
4. Over the life of this 3 Year Housing Investment Programme, £113m will be spent on improving and maintaining our existing council housing stock to the required housing standards. These include the continued requirement to maintain our stock to the Scottish Housing Quality Standard (Appendix 1) and the Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing (Appendix 2) which came into effect on 1 April 2015. The Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing aims to improve the energy efficiency of social housing and replaces Criteria 35 of the Scottish Housing Quality Standard. The Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing sets a minimum Energy Efficiency rating for landlords to achieve, which varies dependent upon the dwelling type and the fuel type. The target date to achieve the first Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing milestone was 31 December 2020, and a subsequent report was submitted in March 2021.
5. The ongoing improvement and maintenance of the Council’s housing stock to meet the SHQS and EESSH standards continues to influence the Council’s investment priorities. The impact of this will be monitored throughout this Housing Investment Programme and within future updates of the HAMP. Maintaining these standards, through HRA investment, supported by prudential borrowing, is a key element in the Council’s strategy of stock retention.
6. Projects that are to be progressed will be carried over into the new Housing Investment Programme for 2023/24 - 2027/28. Officers have applied financial viability and affordable models to scrutinise costs, and colleagues in Place Services have undertaken a review of Housing specification to consider where costs can be reduced.
7. The addresses identified in the Housing Investment Programme are all subject to further on-site inspection before the proposed work can be confirmed and excludes owner occupied dwellings. 

Individual addresses have not been detailed for each element as these are subject to survey. Tenants will be notified in due course if their home is part of a particular project.

8. Projects identified for a site start in a particular year may not be completed in the same year, providing greater continuity of work and expenditure. This will mean that some work identified in previous Housing Investment Programme booklets will be carried out in subsequent years.

Window and Door Replacement

The replacement programme is based on a number of factors including:

· Area based schemes being co-ordinated with the external fabric programme to minimise disruption to all residents
· Age of existing windows and doors
· Condition based on local knowledge from technical and housing officers 
· Prioritising off-gas villages and areas where homes have lower energy efficiency performance to assist tenants who are in fuel poverty and help the Council meet the Energy Efficiency Standards for Social Housing. 
The replacement programme is anticipated to take approximately 8 years to complete, with an average of 2,000 properties being completed per annum.

250 properties have been removed from the main programme as they need bespoke design solutions to meet planning requirements or form part of Internal Wall Insulation programme. These are denoted as Year 0 (Y0) in the table below, as work on the designs started in 2021/22. 

Homes not included in the replacement programme are the high flats, new build projects and full modernisation projects where the windows and doors were replaced as part of the project.

Windows and doors (W&D) have progressed for all addresses noted in the 2022/23 fabric programme. There are some access issues however the project team are working with the contractor and local offices to progress as much as possible.
 
Year 1 - W&D are concluded for all 3 areas with only snagging works outstanding in Central & West areas. The team are chasing the contractor to get this concluded. Sectional completion and retention has been released for East.

Year 2 – W&D are progressing well, including those addresses brought forward for Gairdoch Street, Carron Road & St. Georges Court. Surveys are mostly complete other than those with access issues again. Installs are progressing well and are ahead of the 2022/23 fabric works as planned.

Year 3 –W&D address lists are now being finalised and passed to the contractors in stages for survey, these are being prioritised to get ahead of the fabric works for 2023/24.

In addition to the programme, both kitchen and bathroom replacements can be identified through a general maintenance referral or when a property becomes void.

[bookmark: _Hlk136413194]Year 1 of this Housing Investment Programme i.e. 2023-2024 will aim to address the backlog of Kitchen and Bathroom replacements due to the impact of the Coronavirus Pandemic. We will limit the number of ad-hoc replacements to ensure the backlog is addressed. It is anticipated that this course of action will allow programmed work to start in Years 2 & 3 of this Housing Investment Programme. In order to focus upon ensuring more effective communication with our tenants regarding progress, we have sent a letter to notify any of our tenants awaiting a Kitchen or Bathroom of the anticipated timescales expected in order to clear the aforementioned backlog.

Electrical Works

The Electrical Installation Condition Report (EICR) programme for occupied properties is identified through our asset management system to identify a 5-year test cycle which is calculated from the original test dates and survey information.  In addition to the 5-year test cycle programme, when a property becomes void an EICR is carried out.
 
We previously operated on a 10-year electrical testing cycle. We have now implemented a 5-year cycle to comply with the updated Scottish Housing Quality Standards. This will be a transitional programme over the next 2 years, programming the oldest EICRs first. The transitional programme will take up to 2 years to complete and will include c.3,300 properties per year. Financial provision in our 5-year Investment programme has been increased to meet this programme change. We are actively working to accelerate the programme during 2023/24 to reduce the number out with the 5-year cycle.   In relation to outstanding Fire Detection installation work, Falkirk Council has also adopted a forced access policy to drive down the numbers of refusals.

ENERGY EFFICIENCY WORKS OVERVIEW

The energy efficiency budget reflects the ongoing commitment to upgrading our heating systems beyond the 2015 Scottish Housing Quality Standard requirements and will improve the energy efficiency of these properties. 

The Annual Return on the Charter identified 5% of properties that are failing for energy efficiency measures, which include heating replacement and insulation measures.  Over the course of the 3-year Housing Investment Programme we aim to reduce these outstanding abeyances and install Energy Efficiency Standard for Social Housing energy improvement measures.

Funding was approved to provide more cost effective and efficient heating systems for tenants within off-gas areas. A decision was made by Council on 29 September 2021 to progress with the installation of a gas infrastructure. This is now planned to commence during 2023/24, with completion expected in 2024/25. Scottish Gas Networks have provided an indicative proposed programme as detailed below:-

Project 1 (California to Slamannan) 

California - Project start October 2023, gas heating installations commence in April 2024
Avonbridge - Project start May 2024, gas heating installations commence in July 2024
Slamannan - Project start July 2024, gas heating installation commencement to be targeted for end of 2024, however, may take until April 2025

Project 2 (Whitecross)

Project start September / October 2023, gas heating installations commence in May 2024

Project 3 (Letham)

Site start September / October 2023, gas heating installations commence in March 2024

Additionally, for areas where a gas supply is not viable, alternative renewable technology measures such as Air Source Heat Pumps (ASHP) are being installed.

The Council’s Local Housing Strategy, approved in August 2017, identified the need to undertake a programme of initiatives designed to better meet housing demand and improve communities. It is estimated that c.£1m will be necessary in each year to progress improvements of this type.

To make best use of existing stock and those purchased through the Buy Back scheme £1m has been allocated to re-design, re-configure and adapt properties to meet specific housing needs. Scottish Government has confirmed that 2nd stage adaptation funding can also be allocated in specific circumstances. This will be a priority initiative to be developed collaboratively with colleagues across Housing and Place services.

Tenants’
Guide

The EESSH sets the minimum energy efficiency standard
for social housing. It has been developed by the Scottish
Government following consultation with social landlords and
tenants. Landlords must ensure that all social housing meets
this new standard by December 2020

The new standard is based on minimum energy efficiency
(EE) ratings. These are found on Energy Performance
Certificates (EPCs). If you are unfamiliar with EPCs, you will
find this useful. The ratings which social homes
will be expected to meet are shown in the table below The
rating which applies to your home will depend on the type of
fuelyou use to heat your home.

For example, if your home is a flat heated by a gas boiler
then it will be expected to achieve a minimum energy
efficiency rating of 69 by 2020
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
