Mini-Tennis Red A - is the perfect fun introduction to tennis. An ideal starter game, mini-tennis is a great 
way to learn new skills, whilst having fun.  The players will work on basic skills with specially adapted foam 
balls. (5-6yrs) 
Mini-Tennis Red B - is the next step on the tennis pathway. The players will play on badminton size courts 
and work on coordination and movement skills, rallying, serving, court work, score keeping and they will learn 
basic tennis rules. (7-8yrs) 
Mini-Tennis Orange - is the final stage, before embarking on the full court game.  Games are played on a 
volleyball size court with specialized hybrid balls. The players will also work on matchplay skills and 
understand about warming up and practicing. (9-11yrs) 
Tennis Green - is the final stage of Sport Developments Tennis programme. These sessions are taught both 
indoors and outdoors on full size courts in a club environment. They will learn to play with faster hybrid balls 
enabling the children to further develop and fine tune their skills.
