Heroes Return 2 Scheme

The Big Lottery Fund’s Heroes Return 2 Scheme remains open to applications, providing
funding to help World War II veterans who saw active service overseas with or alongside the British
Allied Armed Forces in the Second World War, and are resident in the UK or the Republic of Ireland
to take part in commemorative visits (within the UK and overseas) to mark the anniversary of events
that led to the end of WWII. The Heroes Return Scheme offers fixed amount grants of between /150
and /£5,500 for each veteran and their spouse and/or carer towards the cost of their visit. There are five
levels of funding according to the destination.
